Faculty members who have served the University of Mary Washington for at least 15 years and who have 
attained the rank of professor or associate professor are eligible for emeritus status. This honor, by action of 
the Board of Visitors, is bestowed this year upon the following distinguished members of the faculty.

Ana Garcia Chichester, Professor Emerita of Spanish 
Professor Emerita of Spanish Ana Chichester has devoted more than four decades to UMW as an 

inspiring teacher, accomplished scholar and tireless advocate for nontraditional learners. She also is a Mary 
Washington alumna, who has called Fredericksburg home since her childhood, after leaving Cuba with 
her family. She earned her B.A. from Mary Washington, before pursuing prestigious graduate programs 
including an M.A. from the University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill and a Ph.D. from the University 
of Virginia. She returned to Mary Washington as a faculty member in 1992, and in 2009 she earned the J. 
Christopher “Topher” Bill Faculty Service Award.

As director of the Bachelor of Liberal Studies program from 2011 to 2026, Chichester inspired and 
transformed the academic lives of many students, as well as those of her colleagues. 

Stephen J. Farnsworth, Professor Emeritus of Political Science 
Professor Emeritus of Political Science and founding Director of the Center for Leadership and Media 

Studies Stephen Farnsworth retires from the University of Mary Washington with an extraordinary legacy as 
an educator, scholar, and nationally recognized voice on American politics. A former journalist, his expertise 
on the presidency, media, political humor, and misinformation made him a trusted commentator for regional, 
national, and international media. He has authored nine books and earned numerous teaching and faculty 
awards over his career, including UMW’s Alumni Association Outstanding Young Faculty Award, Richard 
Palmieri Outstanding Professor Award and Mary W. Pinschmidt Teaching Award, as well as the 2017 
Virginia Outstanding Faculty Award by the State Council of Higher Education of Virginia (SCHEV).

He has also held three Fulbright fellowships and recently announced a fourth, as he will serve as a 
Fulbright specialist in India this fall 2026. 

Farnsworth joined the faculty at Mary Washington four decades ago in 1996 after earning a Ph.D. and 
M.A. from Georgetown University, a B.A. from the University of Missouri at Kansas City and a B.A. from 
Dartmouth College.

Alan B. Griffith, Professor Emeritus of Biology 
Professor Emeritus of Biology Alan Griffith is celebrated for his deep impact on UMW’s curriculum, 

student research and environmental leadership. A conservation biologist and ecologist with a Ph.D. from 
the University of Maryland and B.S. and M.S. from The Pennsylvania State University, Griffith taught a wide 
range of courses, mentored dozens of student researchers and published extensively in plant biology, ecology 
and pedagogy, including mapping projects for many parts of campus.

During his 24 years at Mary Washington, he played a central role in developing the conservation biology 
major, strengthening biostatistics instruction, and leading campus sustainability efforts, including service as 
co-chair of the President’s Climate Action Task Force, and creating the campus’s first tree map. His work has 
exemplified hands-on, inquiry-driven learning rooted in both global and local ecosystems.

FACULTY EMERITI

Janusz Konieczny, Professor Emeritus of Mathematics
Professor Emeritus of Mathematics Janusz Konieczny concludes a 34-year career marked by scholarly 

distinction and profound devotion to teaching. During his tenure at UMW, Konieczny authored more than 
50 research articles and reviewed hundreds of scholarly works, quietly shaping the standards of his discipline. 
Just as impressive is his service to the broader mathematical community through the careful refraining and 
reviewing of well over 830 publications in over a dozen journals - the kind of scholarly labor that often takes 
place out of the spotlight. 

In 1996, he was named the Alumni Association’s Outstanding Young Faculty Member, and in 2021, 
he earned the Waple Faculty Award for Professional Achievement. Konieczny holds a Ph.D. from The 
Pennsylvania State University and an M.S. from Jagiellonian University in Poland. 

J. Larry Lehman, Professor Emeritus of Mathematics
Professor Emeritus of Mathematics Larry Lehman retires after four decades of extraordinary service to 

UMW. A gifted teacher and respected scholar, he is known for his clarity, reliability, and quiet leadership 
repeatedly called upon for departmental and university service on countless committees.  

Lehman authored two influential books in number theory that have become standard references in 
undergraduate mathematics education for number theory. These publications have instructed students, 
guided faculty, and enriched teaching and learning of one of mathematics' most fundamental fields. Lehman 
holds a Ph.D. from the University of Virginia and a B.A. from Eastern Mennonite College. 

Joseph W. Nicholas, Associate Professor Emeritus of Geography
Associate Professor Emeritus of Geography Joseph Nicholas joined the Mary Washington faculty in 1991 

and taught Introduction to Physical Geography, Weather and Climate, and Geomorphology. Every summer, 
he traveled to his field site in the La Sal Mountains of Utah, bringing a student along every couple of years; 
every winter, he regaled students with stories of the weather in Bemidji, Minnesota, where he had earned a 
B.A. from Bemidji State University. He also holds an M.S. from the University of North Dakota and a Ph.D. 
from the University of Georgia.  

He has published articles on rock glaciers, permafrost and periglacial processes, talus landforms as 
indicators of climate, and locational and morphometric characteristics of landslide deposits, with recent 
investigations into climate change in western Colorado and Utah.

Grant R. Woodwell, Professor Emeritus of Geology
Professor Emeritus of Geology Grant Woodwell is one of the founders of the Undergraduate Research and 

Creativity Symposium at UMW, giving a name to the unique hands-on, real-world learning opportunities 
that have been ingrained in a Mary Washington education for more than a century. His own research centers 
on nuclear waste disposal, petroleum geology, seismology, and structural geology, and he has inspired 
researchers across disciplines to dig deep into their interests to make an impact. 

Woodwell earned both a Ph.D. and an M.Phil in geology from Yale University. He received a B.A. 
in geology and geography from Columbia University. In 1991, he was named the Alumni Association 
Outstanding Young Faculty Member at Mary Washington, and in 2025, the Board of Visitors recognized him 
with the Faculty Leadership Award. His tenure at Mary Washington spans four decades. He also served for 12 
years as associate dean in the College of Arts and Sciences at UMW.

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ACADEMIC CUSTOMS AND DRESS

The origins of many customs of the academic 
world can be traced to the Middle Ages, particularly 
the 11th and 12th centuries, when the first European 
universities – Bologna, Paris, and Oxford – were 
founded.

In their original organization, the universities 
were like medieval corporations or guilds. In 
fact, the word “universitas” originally referred 
to any kind of corporation. The students at the 
universities were equated to guild apprentices, so the 
completion of the apprenticeship was celebrated by 
a “commencement” marking the beginning of their 
careers.

In the 12th century, everyone wore gowns. The 
social and economic status of an individual was 
shown by the extra features, such as fur trimming, 
on the gowns. Cloaks with hoods were worn over 
gowns for protection in bad weather. Degrees began 
to be awarded in the 13th century, and different 
styles of gowns and different colors came to 
represent the various degrees and disciplines.

Over the centuries the styles of dress changed, 
and by the 17th century the wearing of gowns by 
men had virtually ceased. But the universities, 
particularly those in Britain, continued to be 
conservative and strict in the manner of academic 
customs and dress. At Oxford, for instance, a 
candidate for a master’s degree had to swear that 

he owned a gown and would always wear it at the 
proper times.

The first American universities were founded on 
English models. However, the wearing of academic 
dress was not universal and ceased during the 
Civil War. The custom was revived in the late 19th 
century, and in 1895 an academic custom code was 
adopted that, with modifications, is still used.

There are three styles of gowns, distinguished 
mainly by the sleeves: the bachelor’s gown, with long 
pointed sleeves; the master’s, with a squared sleeve, 
cut so the forearm is free; and the doctoral gown, 
with bell-shaped sleeves with three velvet bands.

The hood is the most distinguishing feature of 
modern gowns, indicating the degree (the width 
of the edging band), the discipline (the color of the 
band), and the college or university (the colors of 
the lining). Today’s master’s degree graduates have 
hoods edged in gold (M.S.), drab (MBA), or light 
blue (M.Ed.). Bachelor’s degree graduates have 
hoods edged in white (B.A. and BLS), gold (B.S. and 
B.S.Ed.), or apricot (BSN). Many faculty members 
will have hoods with blue edging indicating the 
doctoral degree. The faculty will wear hoods 
representing many distinguished institutions of 
higher education.

THE UNIVERSITY SEAL

In addition to a book and lamp, signifying knowledge, the University seal denotes the year the institution 
was founded, 1908, and the University motto, Pro Deo Domo Patria, translated from Latin to “For God, 
home, and country.”
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PRESIDENTIAL COLLAR

Chains of office, also known as collars, originated in the Middle Ages and 
are worn today by presidents on ceremonial occasions as part of their regalia. 
The University of Mary Washington chain is a unique design crafted from 
gold-plated sterling silver with lapis lazuli gem accents. Symbols important 
to the history of the University are incorporated in elements of the chain. 
A large medallion, depicting the University seal, is flanked by white oak 
leaves symbolic of the historic oak tree at Brompton. The names of the 
presidents of the institution, along with their dates of service, are engraved 
on links that are connected with blossoms of dogwood, the Virginia state 
tree. The chain was unveiled during the University of Mary Washington 
Commencement in 2006, and it is presented to each new president to wear 

during ceremonial occasions.

THE ACADEMIC MACE

The tradition of the academic 
mace began in the late 14th 

century, when two ancient 
instruments, the royal 
scepter and the battle 
mace, were combined 
to form a symbol of the 

authority of the president 
or rector of a university. 

Noblemen carried the battle 
mace as both a weapon and 

staff of command, and the 
sovereign used the regal 
scepter as a sign of rulership, 
justice, and authority. 

Together with the chain 
of office, the academic mace 
indicates that the president of 
the university is the temporary 
embodiment of the power, 
authority, autonomy, and 
sovereignty vested in the 
institution represented. 

At the University of Mary Washington, the grand 
marshal carries the academic mace on behalf of the 
president at academic events such as commencement 
exercises, inaugurations, and convocations. 

The original University of Mary Washington 
mace, first used for the May 1970 Commencement, 
was designed by Asprey and Company of London, 
England. The sterling mace carried in today’s 
commencement ceremony was commissioned 
as a special project of the University Centennial 
Celebration in 2008. It was designed by Susannah 
Wagner Merritt of Ashland, Virginia. The mace 
encompasses numerous symbols of the University, 
including lapis stones to display the school color; 
blossoms of dogwood to honor the Virginia state 
tree; acorns and oak leaves to recall the historic tree 
at Brompton, home of the UMW president; and a 
herringbone motif representing Campus Walk. The 
six prongs are engraved with the six names of the 
school prior to its becoming a university in 2004; the 
prongs are adorned with a lapis disc engraved with 
the University seal. The handle is emblematic of the 
original Mary Washington mace.

The Eagle Pipe Band was founded by Raymond B. Scott, University of Mary Washington professor 
emeritus of chemistry. The band is currently under the direction of Olivia Cocoran. The tartan 
worn by the musicians was designed for the University to match the school colors and is registered 
in Scotland’s official registry of tartans.
